Grammar points include: expressing cause and consequence (e.g à cause de), possessive adjectives (e.g. mon, ma, mes), possessive pronouns (e.g le mien, la mienne), demonstrative adjectives (e.g. celui-ci, celle-là) and the pronoun ‘en’.
The course covers the four skills: listening, speaking, reading and writing.
